Directions: From the north:  Take thruway exit 20 (Saugerties/Woodstock exit).  Make left out of
toll booth onto route 32.  Go 500 ft until stop light and make right onto route 212.  Follow route
212 through Woodstock.  Go straight onto county route 45.  Follow route 45 for four miles.
Wilson State Park will be on your left hand side.  (There will be tons of signs so it will be easy to
find!!)

From the south:  Take thruway 19 (Kingston exit) to route 28 west.  Take 28 until right
onto route 375 towards Woodstock.  When 375 comes to a tee, you will make a left onto route
212.  Follow above directions from 212 on.
